1.   Update on National Fish Habitat Governing Board Meeting June 6-7 (Steve Perry) 


Steve Perry gave a detailed summary of the 2 day meeting with the NFHGB in June.
Draft Interim Strategies and Targets were discussed. The four Interim Strategies were approved though the Targets need to get public comment first before approval.
Partnerships do not need to address all of these interim strategies in their application; just the applicable ones. Steve gave an update on the 07 funding opportunities through NFHP. 
In the legislative update, there is draft language for legislation related to NFHAP providing mandate for the NFHAP along with funding. Overall, the Board was very appreciative and supportive of the efforts of the pilot partnerships.

  2.     Draft Fish Habitat Partnership Application (Steve) 

The EBTJV’s draft Fish Habitat Partnership Application has been distributed to the Steering Committee for review and comment. It is due August 17 so the final Conservation Strategy needs to be complete by then.
3.    FY08 RFP Process for EBTJV Grant Funding (Maureen) 

Catherine Gatenby (FWS) is interim replacement for Maureen until that is filled.

CMI (Lila) offered to accept and disseminate the proposals with help from others in answering questions that she cannot answer. Proposals are due to CMI by August 17th.

4.     Other Business (All) 

As discussed at other conference calls -  discussion occurred about setting up a process for accepting corporate and other donations made to the EBTJV partnership. Gary Berti and Rick Bennett have worked together regarding establishing an EBTJV “Friends Group” that can serve as the long-term solution to this issue.
We also need a long-term mechanism to take on grants and administration of the grants.
