1. Update on meeting details – 
The meeting announcement, travel grant application and agenda are on the website.

Lila has gotten 44 confirmations that they will attend the meeting in April. States confirmed: MD, NC, TN, GA, ME, NH, CT, VT, NY, PA, NJ, WV. Federal Agencies NPS, USDA, USFS, USGS, USFWS, DOI – OSM;  NGO’s: ASA, TU, TPL, IIA; University: Virginia Tech

2. Update on travel grant applications – we have received 8 grant applications (for 6 states) totaling just under $5,000.
