1. 2010 Multi-State Conservation Grant (Lila)
Lila submitted the Letter of Intent on May 6 via CMI contracting. I received confirmation that they received it. We should know by June 12 if we will be invited to submit a full proposal. Lila suggested that we complete the proposal and budget ($369k) in anticipation of  getting invited to submit a full proposal. Lila will be out much of June so wanted to get a head start on it (however it isn’t due until July sometime). Bob is doing a first draft.
2. November EBTJV Meeting Invitation (Steve)
Everyone seemed to agree that we need to get the meeting invitation out sooner than later to the partners about the November meeting at Cacapon State Park in WV. Steve offered to look at a past version and update it. He will send around a copy.

3. 2010 EBTJV Project Review Process
There was a lot discussion about the review process for FWS funded NFHAP projects and if there is now another layer of unnecessary review – the NFHAP board. What role should the board play in this, etc?  Callie will set up a time for the EBTJV leadership to talk with the ARD’s to discuss their concerns. 

Callie sent out the EBTJV project list that will be funded by the FWS in 2009 during the call.  We will get this up on the website since the winners have been notified already.

4. NFHAP Workshop

Steve Perry and Tom Sadler are representing the EBTJV at the NFHAP 1 year out workshop in June.  The NFH Board staff asked Steve to present our partnership’s process for setting priorities during the session that will focus on Fish Habitat Partnerships.
5. Other Business

What is happening with the $2 m stimulus package funding that was earmarked for NFHAP? It was mentioned that “maybe” $50k was coming to fund “a project”. This needs more investigation.
